ABSTRACT

Grounded on a wide source base, for the first time in Ukrainian historiography,
the international activity of social study and humanitarian schools of the Ivan Franko
National University of Lviv, aimed at the academic environment of the European
Union in the 1990s, 2000s and 2010s, has been comprehensively characterized. The
international relations of such schools of the University as international relations,
economics, finance and business management, law, pedagogical education,
philosophical, historical, philological studies, foreign languages, journalism, culture
and arts are analyzed, and from the territorial point of view their connections with
Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Greece, Denmark, Estonia, Ireland, Spain, Italy, Cyprus,
Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, the Netherlands, Germany, Poland, Portugal,
Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, France, Hungary and Hungary. Sweden are studied.

This approach allows for a comparative analysis of international contacts of
separate departments of the University of Lviv, highlighting the relevant trends in
their development at the level of different schools during 1991-2019, as well as
tracing the features of their international activities in different parts of Europe, which
have their features in terms of history and culture.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the thesis was the areal approach:
presentation of information on the geographical vectors of international relations of
social study and humanitarian schools. It has been established that their main
international partner within the EU in the early 1990s — 2010s was the Republic of
Poland. The analysis of the material devoted to these contacts was carried out by the
relevant regions of Poland: Lublin as well as Lubelskie and Podlaskie VVoivodeships;
Rzeszow and Podkarpackie Voivodeship; Warsaw and Mazowieckie and

Warminsko-Mazurskie Voivodeships; Krakow and Matopolskie and Wielkopolskie



Voivodeships;

Lodzkie, Dlaskie and Opolskie Voivodeships; Pomorskie, Kujawsko-Pomorskie,
Zachodniopomorskie, wielkopolskie and Lubuskie Voivodeships; Wroclaw and
Dolnoslaskie Voivodeship.

It is proved that the German-speaking states - the Federal Republic of Germany
and the Republic of Austria — took the second rank in terms of scientific contacts of
the social study and humanitarian schools of the lvan Franko National University of
Lviv. The analysis of the relevant material was also carried out on the basis of the
areal approach, which made it possible to distinguish three large regions within
Germany: 1) Berlin and Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, Brandenburg, Saxony-Anhalt,
Saxony and Thuringia; 2) Bavaria; 3) Schleswig-Holstein, Hamburg, Bremen, Lower
Saxony, North Rhine-Westphalia, Hesse, Saarland and Baden-Wiirttemberg. It is
established that the most active international activity of the social study and
humanitarian schools of the University of Lviv was targeted at the academic
environment of Bavaria. The activities of the Ukrainian Free University in Munich, a
center of the Ukrainian diaspora with which the University of Lviv has established
close ties since the early 1990s were one of the factors leading to this situation.

Other EU countries, with the academic environment of which the social study
and humanitarian schools of the lvan Franko National University of Lviv maintain
international relations, have been allocated to a separate area. Within its boundaries, a
number of regions have been identified: 1) the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Slovenia,
Croatia, Bulgaria, Romania and Hungary; 2) The Baltic States and Scandinavia; 3)
Great Britain and Ireland; 4) BENILUX countries, France, Spain, Portugal; 5) Italy,
Greece and Cyprus.

The developed area approach, first used to organize the factual material about
the international activities of the University of Lviv, helped clearly delineate the
geography of external relations of its social study and humanitarian schools at the
regional level (within specific EU countries and their territorial as well as
administrative parts).

The next important aspect in terms of theory and methodology, characterizing

the thesis research, is a clear scheme of presentation and analysis of factual material



by the principle of structural units: School of International Relations - School of Law
- School of Economics - School of Finance and Business Management - Department
of Pedagogy / School of Pedagogical Education - School of Philosophy - School of
History - School of Philology - School of Foreign Languages - School of Journalism -
School of Culture and Arts. Thus, the study determines, in a comparative context, the
features of external relations of each individual social study or humanitarian school,
and within this characteristic it highlights the structural (units) and personal (specific
persons) dimensions of international activities of these schools of the University of
Lviv in diachrony - changes in the international activity of the Ivan Franko National
University of Lviv are traced in relation to the academic environment of the EU
countries during the 1990s - 2010s.

Particular attention is paid to the forms of international activity of the Ivan
Franko National University of Lviv: internships for school staff and students
studying abroad, and foreign scholars and students at the University of Lviv; open
lectures and meetings with representatives of intellectual and socio-political elites of
different countries; mutual participation in international conferences and other forums
and publications in foreign and Lviv periodicals, respectively; joint works of teachers
of Ivan Franko National University of Lviv and foreign researchers; participation in
joint projects; scholarship, grant and other programs of international and foreign
foundations, institutions, organizations. The specific results of the outlined
international activity are characterized.

Based on specific examples, the impact of cooperation agreements between the
Ivan Franko National University of Lviv and foreign partners representing EU
countries, as well as the role of the Ukrainian diaspora in these countries in the
international activities of the University of Lviv are revealed.

As a result, based on the presented historical material, a number of aspects of
international activity of the Ivan Franko National University of Lviv in relation to EU
academic centers, which now need improvement and priority development, are

outlined.
