The dissertation is dedicated to the profound study of the security dimension of
the foreign policy of the Kingdom of Denmark with regard to the regional and global
tendencies of the international environment evolvement.

The active foreign policy of Denmark as well as its efficient efforts, regarding
the proliferation of the stability and security in the world for the period of the last
decade, are based on steadfast believes regarding the value of legal bases, main
freedoms and democratic development; and provide a valuable subject for study,
especially at a time of turbulent changes of modern international environment.
Denmark’s strong support for Ukraine in its resistance to Russian aggression, support
for the Ukrainian Armed Forces and explicit approaches within NATO regarding the
ways of countering modern security challenges and threats, which unfold, multiply and
vary in spatial and functional plane, increases the importance of the fundamental study
of the issues raised in the dissertation from the Ukrainian perspective. A separate
aspect, which provides additional value to the study of Denmark’s security dimension
of its foreign policy, is a transformation of its role in the international environment as
a small country which gained a substantial influence due to its own efficient activity
and consecutive position in security issues solution. A thorough understanding of the
nature and dynamics if Denmark’s security policy fosters the formation of an
appropriate coherent idea of alternative examples of small European countries’
experience through the prism of implementation of their national priorities in the
security field which has a continuing importance for the Ukrainian science and
practice.

The introduction provides a fundamental substantiation of the relevance of the
topic, states the purpose, tasks, object and subject of the research, scientific novelty,

methodological ground of the work; points out theoretical and practical relevance of
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the achieved results, displays the preliminary approbation of the research results and
structure of the work.

The first chapter “Theoretical and methodological research bases of the security
dimension of the foreign policy of the Kingdom of Denmark™ finds out the current
status of the research of the titular issue, systematizes the achieved knowledge and
outlines the epistemological approaches towards understanding the security activity of
small countries in the international environment. The evolution of the security
approaches of Denmark are pointed out as the specific example of small country’s
foreign policy activity.

The second chapter “Evolution of the bloc politics of the Kingdom of Denmark™
explores the security context after the end of World War 11 as a trigger for Denmark
becoming a NATO member; provides a study of consolidation of Danish security
policy within NATO in the period of 1949-1978; finds out the nature of Denmark’s
“warning policy” within NATO and the transformation of its approaches regarding the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization after the end of the Cold War.

The third chapter “Regional aspects of the security policy of the Kingdom of
Denmark” researches the main determinants of Denmark’s security policy in Northern
Europe; finds out the heterogeneous character of the execution of Denmark’s security
needs in the process of European integration; and points out the relevance of the
transatlantic vector in Denmark’s security policy after 2001.

The chapter four “Dynamics of the security policy of the Kingdom of Denmark
in modern international relations” is looking at the meaning of the Danish Defence
Agreements in the context of Denmark’s security sector development; defines the
directions and points out the tendencies of Denmark countering the current challenges
in the field of international security.

The conclusion of the dissertation generalizes the main findings and results of
the research.

The fundamental understanding of peculiarities of establishment and principles
of implementation of Denmark’s security imperatives in dynamic international context
provides the ability to improve foreign policy and security approaches of Ukraine. The

balanced implementation of the latter within the modern international politics could
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foster stable Ukrainian state of law, hence reliable partner and guarantor of
international peace and stability.

For the first time at the level of dissertation the Denmark’s foreign policy activity
in the international environment is researched as an example of an execution of the
security policy of a small country. Moreover, it is proven that with the evolution of
Atlanticism to Super Atlanticism, as a one of a kind of Denmark’s activity, the pattern
of interaction of this country with other members of international relations in the field
of security overcame a profound transformation and follows suit of modern practices
of influential and powerful international actors. It. Is also acknowledged that modern
foreign policy of the Kingdom of Denmark, within the framework of implementing
security imperatives of the country, is a specific example of the small country’s activity
in in the international environment. Apart from that, regional levels of the security
policy of Denmark implementation are researched, in particular Nordic, European
integration and transatlantic, wherein the direct correlation is defined between the
readiness of the country for more profound involvement in institutional formats of
guaranteeing the security, which evolve in Northern Europe or in the framework of the
European Economic Community/EU, and the status of the transatlantic relations
(NATO) and the character of the interaction with the USA as a priority partnership.

There is a stress on intersectionality of the evolution of Denmark’s approaches
towards guaranteeing its own security and changes in the character of its bloc politics,
which resulted, in particular, in rejecting neutrality and joining the North Atlantic treaty
Organization, institutionalizing the nuclear-weapon-free status, trying to distance from
the processes of inter bloc confrontation by implementing the “warning policy” within
NATO, and transfer of the country towards the active participation in peacekeeping
processes on the regional and global levels due to the improvement of the security
environment after the end of the confrontation between East and West. The relevance
of extra-parliamentary internal consensus on security issues — Defence Agreements
(established in the end of Cold War) — is pointed out with regard to processes of
transformation and development of security sector of Denmark, which on one hand is
based on targeting the main security challenges, military interests and challenges for

the country in all parts of the world, and on the other hand is based on setting the
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necessary standards for the appropriate financing of the Armed Forces of Denmark for
the sake of their stable development. It is found out that the significant transformation
of structure and functions of the Danish Armed Forces resulted mainly from the
enhancement of the spectrum of their tasks, in particular territorial defence and
participation in peacekeeping missions (Defence Agreement, 2005-2009). However,
the valid Defence Agreement (2018-2023) does not envisage the profound changes in
the current architecture of the Armed Forces of Denmark the main task of which will
envisage the increase of flexibility regarding new security challenges.

The research of security policy of international actors in modern political science
gained the development, in particular through the prism of enhancement of current
explanatory frameworks regarding the definition of small countries’ security activity
such as alliances, strategic hedging, neutrality and asylum strategy compliance due to
theoretical synthesis of Danish experience in the security field. That, among the rest,
provided the opportunity to confirm particular principles of the “status theory” as to
the bigger importance of status issue in the international relations for the small
countries in comparison with more powerful state actors. Moreover, there is provided
a systematic understanding of Denmark’s approaches and principles of implementing
Its security policy in the international environment, based on the belief of openness of
society of Denmark (close interconnection of the authorities and public at large), which
executes activist foreign policy regarding the spectrum of challenges and threats, which
are caused by non-state and state actors, and simultaneously envisage a necessity to
counteract high-tech and law-tech weapons, prevent harmful instrumentalization of
hybrid and cyber strategies, counter extremism and terrorism in interconnected sub
regional, (Northern Europe, Eastern Europe) regional (Artic, Europe), trans regional
(Middle East, Northern Africa) and global context.

The practical validity of the achieved result is determined by the scientific
novelty, relevance and possibility of its implementation regarding scientific,
application-oriented and academic purposes.

The coherent and profound character of the research of the problem can promote
the establishment of efficient approaches, directed at implementation of national

interests of our country in the security field, in particular through the effective
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cooperation with other state and collective international actors on regional and global
levels. Achieved findings can be applied in state authorities and non-state
organizations, the activity of which is connected with the formation and
implementation of the priorities of Ukraine, ensuring its interests in the security field.

The materials of the research can have a practical use in the process of drafting
lectures, seminars and special courses concerning the research of security issues,
tendencies of the dynamics of international environment, peculiarities of the regional
development, foreign policy of particular countries etc., established for students of
particular specializations: “political science”, “international relations, social
communications and regional studies”.
