SUMMARY

and activity (1849-1939). - Qualifying scientific work on the rights of the

The dissertation on obtaining of a scientific degree of the Doctor of Philosophy
on a specialty 032 “History and Archeology” in the field of knowledge 03
“Humanities”. Ivan Franko National University of Lviv, Lviv, 2021.

The dissertation provides a comprehensive analysis of the organizational
principles, structure and functioning of the Academic Gymnasium in Lviv during
1849-1939 years.

Scientific novelty of the obtained results. For the first time the principles of the
gymnasium's functioning have been thoroughly analyzed in the conditions of the
legal legislation of the Austro-Hungarian monarchy and interwar Poland; the
structure of the educational institution, its transformation from an eight-year classical
gymnasium into a four-year one and a two-year lyceum after the reform of 1932 have
been characterized. The educational process has been studied: curricula and
programs, textbooks, the procedure of entrance and final exams, etc .; the national
and social condition of gymnasium students has been analyzed; the management and
teaching staff of the gymnasium have been characterized. The educational principles
and rules of conduct in the educational institution have been clarified. It has been
established that the gymnasium was founded within the structure of Lviv University.
Some high school teachers were university lecturers at the same time, high school
graduates entered the university without exams, provided their successful passing of
final examinations at the gymnasium.

The practical significance of the obtained results. All the factual material and
conclusions of the work can be used in lecture courses on modern history of Ukraine,
history of education, in preparation for generalizing works on history and pedagogy
of Ukraine, textbooks, articles, and also in preparation for teaching special courses

for students of Humanities of the Ukrainian higher educational institutions.
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The introduction substantiates the relevance of the dissertation topic, defines

the purpose and objectives of the work, formulates the object and subject of research,
indicates the scientific novelty and practical significance of the results.

The first section of the dissertation analyzes the state of scientific development
of the problem and its origin. A review of the published scientific literature showed
that the topic of the dissertation research was not comprehensively and deeply
highlighted in Ukrainian and foreign historiography. In the available sources this
topic is touched upon only in fragments.

Different kinds of source materials, such as reports of the educational
institution: “Report of the director c.k. of Academic gymnasium in Lviv”
(“CnpaBo3aane aupekropa I.K. rumHasib akagemuunon y JIbBoBh”) ,“Reports of the
directorate c.k. Academic Gymnasium in Lviv ” (“3Biti aupexuii 11. K. akaJeMiqHOi
rimaasii y JIeBoBi”) ,“Notification of the State Gymnasium with the Ukrainian
language of education in Lviv ” (“3BigomieHHs aep:KaBHOT riMHA311 3 YKpaiHChKOIO
MoBOl0 HaBuaHHsi Yy JIbBOBi”),“Chronicle of the Lviv Academic Gymnasium
(“Xponika bpBIBCHKOI akagemiunoi rimuasii”’) ; archival documents — circulars,
orders of the Ministry of Religions and Education, the Local (Kpaiiosa) School
Council, the Curatorial Board of the Lviv School District, statistical information,
reports on the inspection of the school, conference materials, handwritten materials of
teachers, selected for textbooks; periodicals of pedagogical content and memoirs of S.
Shah, I. Makukh, I. Kedrin, M. Durkot, I. Krypyakevych, R. Volchuk and others. as a
whole allow to approach the analysis of the theme of dissertation with scientific
impartiality. The collected source material in combination with the comprehension of
the available historical literature made it possible to present a rather detailed
description of the Academic Gymnasium within certain chronological frameworks.
The methodological principles and approaches used in the process of research work
have been considered, general scientific and special-historical research methods have
been used.

In the second section has been traced the historical stages of the formation of
the Academic Gymnasium since its establishment in 1784 within the structure of

Lviv University. The functioning of the educational institution has been considered in
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accordance with the educational legislation of Austria and Austria-Hungary. The

principles of the gymnasium's activity and its status have been described in
accordance with the “Organizational Essay on Gymnasiums and Real Schools of
Austria” of 1849. It has been characterized the influence of the educational reforms
of the 1860s on the secondary schools, as well as the Local (KpaiioBa) School
Council on the activities of the educational institution. Not only the location of the
gymnasium has been studied, but also the events related to the opening of a branch in
the structure of the educational institution and the transfer of the gymnasium to a
newly built building on L. Sapiga street in 1907, due to the ever—growing contingent
of high school entrants. Furthermore, it has been considered the visit of the Academic
Gymnasium in the premises of the People's House by Franz Joseph I in 1880.

The section highlights the principles of organization of the educational process
in the gymnasium in accordance with educational legislation. There has been
considered the curricula, programs, methodological support of the academic process,
changes related to improving the content of education in accordance with the needs of
the time. The procedure of admission to the gymnasium has been stated as well as the
peculiarities of passing the final exams. The material and technical base of the
gymnasium has been characterized - the functioning of the library, classrooms, the
procedure for creating Ukrainian-language textbooks. The activity of circles in the
gymnasium has been analused - educational-research, sports, scouts, which united the
gymnasium youth in accordance with the interests and abilities.

The third section of the work is devoted to the teaching and student staff of the
gymnasium. It describes the management of the educational institution, considers the
functions and powers of the director of the gymnasium and the branch manager since
1907, contains an analysis of professional and pedagogical results of the heads.Also
the procedure of selection of gymnasium teachers and the process of passing
qualification exams for obtaining the position of a teacher have been defined. The
amount of remuneration of teachers and principals in accordance with the rank and
teaching experience has been studied. It was established that teachers of non-
compulsory subjects were paid from the gymnasium fund and the salary was

determined. The increase in the number of teachers from 22 in the 1850/51 academic
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year to 45 in 1913/14 has been proved, due to the expansion of the educational

institution and the existence of a branch. The dissertation has been provided with the
data about pedagogical, methodological and scientific activity of individual teachers
(O. Patrytskyi, O. Savitskyi, Y. Tselevych, A. Vakhnyanin, Y. Romanchuk,
I. Boberskyi, O. Tysovskyi), their work in the process of preparation and publication
of textbooks, methodological materials, development of training programs as well as
their participation in the public life of the region. The memoirs of the former students
- S. Shakh, I. Kedrin-Rudnytskyi, I. Makukh, R. Volchuk became a valuable addition
to the description of teachers.

The student composition of the gymnasium, its number, dynamics, social,
nationality and religious affiliation have been established. It was found that almost all
students were from Galicia and only 1-2% from Bukovyna. The difficulties that high
school students faced in the process of learning and adapting to city life have been
stated, as majority of the students were not from Lviv.

It is proved that in the middle of the XIX century students of the gymnasium
were mostly children of priests and officials, and at the beginning of the XX century
students from peasant, bourgeois, and teacher families predominated. The growth of
the cost of education in the gymnasium, the peculiarities of providing material
assistance to needy students by various foundations and public organizations have
been observed and defined. The rules of behavior of the high school students with an
emphasis on religious and moral education have been studied.

The fourth section discusses Polish legislation in the field of education. The
competencies of the newly established Curatorial Board of the Lviv School District
and its impact on secondary education through visitors and inspectors have been
traced. The changes in secondary education that began with the improvement of the
content of teaching in gymnasiums since 1920 have been reflected, such as the
introduction of four types of eight-year gymnasiums based on the study of related
groups of subjects with three-year and five-year structural division. However, it was
not well thought out. That had happened because the initiators of the transformation
did not take into account the insufficient development of the network of primary

schools, education in which should have become the basis for admission to the
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gymnasium. After S. Grabskyi’s school law was adopted in 1924, the curriculum

introduced the compulsory study of the Polish language, literature, history and
geography and science of modern Poland. Subsequently, the Academic Gymnasium
was introduced into the unified educational system of Poland as the "State
Gymnasium with Ruthenian language (pyceka moBa) of instruction”, translating the
documentation of the educational institution into Polish. Until 1930, the gymnasium
was classified as classical, and later — humanitarian, without learning Greek.

The changes in the sphere of secondary education after the school law of 1932
“On the structure of schooling” and the gradual structural reorganization of the 8-year
gymnasium into a 4-year and a 2-year lyceum have been analyzed. The material and
technical basis of the gymnasium ( the functioning of the library, classrooms,
workshops, gym ) on Sapiha street 14 and branches in the People's House have been
investigated, as well as in the new premises of the Semenskyi-Levytskyi’s Palace on
Pekarska street 19 since 1934.

The role of educational groups in the gymnasium (art, history, geography,
sports, drama) has been comprehensively studied.

Not only changes and peculiarities of the educational process in the Polish
period (alterations in curricula, programs, disciplines), but also in teaching methods
(introduction of practical, laboratory classes, independent work) have been studied. It
has been observed the changes in approaches to the educational process with an
emphasis on state and national concepts like celebrating outstanding dates of the
historical calendar (commemoration of Shevchenko's days, anniversaries of M.
Lysenko, M. Shashkevych, the battle of Kruty), etc; the organization of summer
recreation and excursions in the region during the summer holidays. During this
period, the cooperation of parents with the leadership of the gymnasium became an
important element, which resulted in the formation of the Parents' Club, that provided
all possible material support in the organization of food supply, clothing, purchasing
of the school equipment. With the help of parents, summer camps were organized in
the so-called “holiday homes” - in the village of Yamna near Yaremche and the

village of Korchyn near Skole.
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The fifth chapter is devoted to the teaching and student content of the

gymnasium in the interwar period. In the 1930s, the gymnasium employed about
forty teachers, mostly Ukrainians. With proper educational and pedagogical training,
they cared about the high level of teaching, worked actively to instill in students
respect to spiritual values, bring up their civil position, a sense of love and patriotism
to their motherland.

In the interwar years, the State Gymnasium with Ukrainian language of

instruction in Lviv formed an elite part of Ukrainian secondary schooling. The best

scientific and pedagogical forces of Ukraine: I. Kokorudz, I. Rakovskyi,
J. Hordynskyi, M. Tershakovets, Y. Rudnytskyi, Y. Polyanskyi, I. Figol,
M. Zarytskyi,  J. Bilenkyi,  O. Tysovskyi, O. Terletskyi, I. Krypyakevych,

M. Korduba, S. Tomashivskyi and others were the pride of the teaching staff of the
gymnasium.

In the 1920s, the gymnasium had more than 1 500 students, but this number
has declined somewhat. The vast majority were Greek Catholics, namely Ukrainians
from Lviv and Galicia. By social origin, most were from the families of employees,
peasants, priests, merchants and industrialists, engineers and doctors. Tuition at the
gymnasium remained paid. In the 1920s the annual payment was PLN 110, in the
1930s PLN 200. According to the decision of the school authorities, students from
poor families could be partially exempted from tuition fees.

In the 1930s, student self-government began to operate in the gymnasium,
which developed in pupils a sense of duty and responsibility. The success of students
and their reading preferences have been traced. In the gymnasium much attention was
paid to music and sports, religious and moral education. Medical care was at an
adequate level because there was a high school doctor within the staff who monitored
the health of students and teachers.

E. Petrushevych, E. Konovalets, R. Shukhevych, I. Kedryn-Rudnytskyi, Taras
and Petro Franko graduated from the gymnasium. The best representatives of the
gymnasium joined the ranks of the Ukrainian scientific, cultural and socio-political

intelligentsia.
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Academic Gymnasium in Lviv was the best Ukrainian secondary school

because its popularity and prestige were known far beyond the city, since graduates
continued their studies not only in Lviv, but also in other European cities. The
selection of high school teachers provided the lecturer with a respectable status and
authority in society.

According to lvan Kedryn-Rudnytskyi, “The Academic Gymnasium in Lviv
gave its pupils an education that stayed with them for all their life. It made high
school graduates really “mature for university studies”. It gave not only book
education, but also an etiquette of behavior, brought up cultural students”.
