The dissertation emphasis on conclusion that Ukraine tended to the European
way of governing and value orientations since its independence, and Europeanness was
a marker of civilization is inherent in Ukraine historically, geographically and
increasingly mentally. This western vector of development Ukrainians defended during
the Revolution of Dignity, and then on the eastern fronts, repelling Russian military
aggression. The author concludes that to harmonize a purely spatial European
affiliation with the experience of democratic construction, to form an open competitive
economy and parity relations with equal political partners is the essence of
Europeanization of Ukraine's aspirations to find its place in the international arena.

The content of the definition «European integration practices» are actualized and
categorized for Ukrainian political science. The author formulates it as functional part
of European integration policy organized in accordance with a specific plan of public
authorities work to implement European standards in all spheres of public life through
the process of creating a regulatory framework for integration, the formation of
appropriate structures for the implementation of political and legal decisions in order
to become EU members. Practices are concrete actions and decisions that are carried
out in institutional, diplomatic and non-institutional areas. According to these criteria,
Ukraine fulfills the terms of the Association Agreement in real time, improves national
legislation, harmonizes the sphere of relations with neighboring EU member states,
gains experience of democratization and constructive response to today's challenges
and risks.

The author accents the importance of public sector including in the European

integration progress — representatives and civil society organizations, which are both a



driver and an indicator of positive transformations, as well as act as a safeguard against
possible abuses of power. Ukrainian civil society in the crucial periods of state
formation proved its ability to defend a common national choice.

The strategic demand for the topic of the dissertation research is substantiated
by the ongoing Russian aggression against Ukraine and acts of hybrid warfare, first of
all, by its information component (propaganda, misinformation). The research
emphasizes that, on the one hand, European integration can become a kind of reframing
to strengthen the country's defense capabilities, on the other hand, the Russian threat
must consider as not only a Ukrainian problem, but also a security challenge for
Europe. So, the research emphases on that consolidate efforts for joint resistance is an
urgent need for EU partners.

Based on the study of amount scientific research, the periods in development of
socio-political research of European integration practices of Ukraine were proposed:
1991-2013 — a descriptive stage of strategic planning, when the European integration
experience of other countries, risks and domestic European progress benefits were

studying, scientific assumptions about Ukrainian place in the world map were

substantiating; since 2014 — the imperative stage of the sectoral analysis of the
European integration practices, the actualization of the non-institutional dimension of
European integration, the correlation of research topics with the reforms in the country.

The factors of the goals and directions of European integration policy genesis
are systematized, such as: historical factors — with the beginning of Europe unification
— from the idea the prototype of the Holy Roman Empire with the desire to expand the
domination influence, through the Enlightenment with proposition to unite for peace,
to the period of the World War I, when the idea of peace was complemented by
economic goals; political factors — relate to the principles of internal governance
(relations of centralization and decentralization, national and supranational) and
external priorities; reactionary factors — factors-reactions to modern crisis phenomena
in the EU and abroad with determination of the European integration goal — to
consolidate efforts to prevent, neutralize and overcome crises.

Based on the analysis of the political and normative component of relations

between Ukraine and the EU, the periodization of the formation and implementation



of Ukraine's European integration practices is singled out and substantiated: the stage
of setting priorities (1991-1998), the stage of cooperation and partnership (1998-2014),
the stage of association and integration. (since 2014). A number of specific features,
achievements and problem areas of European integration practices of Ukraine
implementation at the outlined stages are highlighted.

The analyze of the European integration models experience in the countries that
have successfully integrated into the EU and candidate countries allows to conclude a
direct relationship between the effectiveness and success of European integration
practices with the existence of a separate special body for European integration, with
an effective mechanism for interaction between the head of state, parliament and
government through the dialogue of these institutions on integration issues, with the
presence of political will and the commitment of the elite to European integration
reforms in the face of existing problems, misunderstandings and differences.

In the study of EU policies on Ukraine's integration course the specifics of
financial, economic and political support from the EU and individual EU member
states. On the one hand, it consists of a wide range programs, agreements, cooperation
mechanisms, multilateral and bilateral instruments, assistance in the spheres of anti-
corruption, decentralization, public administration, the judiciary and the rule of law,
the constitution and electoral practices. On the other hand, in demanding to reduce the
influence of affiliated internal (inefficiency of public administration, corruption, low
level of support for reforms due to the government's inability to achieve concrete
results and its contradictory political decisions, lack of consensus in politics, socio-
economic problems) and external (Russian hybrid aggression, the outbreak of a global
pandemic, «integration fatigue» and the reduction of the integration potential
absorption in the EU) risks.

The content of European integration potential of civil society is revealed, which
is defined as the ability and system of civil society organizations opportunities to
participate in the European integration of the country as together with state institutions,
also as an independent advisory body of CSOs that are interested in European

integration.



The specifics of mutual influence and correlation of European integration
practices and civil society development are presented as a three-dimensional model:
the political-institutional level considers the degree of state and supranational
Institutions interest and the regulatory opportunities created by them to involve civil
society organizations in the clarification and implementation of the provisions of the
Association Agreement; the social resource level demonstrates the readiness of civil
society organizations for sectoral participation in the implementation of European
integration reforms, the effectiveness of the existing platforms for such participation
(together with the first level components embody the European integration potential of
civil society are described); the level of individual identification emphasizes on the
degree of citizens' conscious commitment to the foreign policy course.

In the dissertation positive markers of social and economic Ukraine development
caused by the factor of European integration are determined: first, adaptation of the
Ukraine legislation to integration of EU policy principles and values into domestic
practices; secondly, support and acceleration of systemic reforms correlated with the
European integration course, through macro-financial assistance and lending; thirdly,
promoting the intensification and reorientation to the European direction of
Ukrainians‘ social mobility — within the framework of labor migration, academic
mobility and tourist flows; fourth, improving Ukraine's reputation in the world
rankings, especially in terms of doing business, realizing human potential and the right
of citizens to manage their own labor and property, open information about the use of
budget funds.

The research actualizes the importance of information and security components
of European integration practices of Ukraine. Among these components can be
mutually beneficial on the basis of domestic positive experience and common interest
of EU member states, such as the fighting against illegal migration, smuggling and
cybercrime, the implementation of defense measures in the context of civilian conflict
and the presence of a significant number of internal refugees.

The author concludes that the constitutionally defined goal of gaining
membership in the European Union at the present stage did not mean the simultaneous

identification of systemic transformations in Ukraine as sectoral European integration



practices, as some of them began before signing the basic document — the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the EU. Based on facts of deepening cooperation it is
confirmed that the systematic reforms implementation and compliance with the
Agreement regulations, on the one hand, accelerated the transition from declarative
partnership to real political and economic integration, and on the other hand,
highlighted shortcomings of domestic European integration policy. It is substantiated
that Ukraine still needs to intensify information campaigns on the European integration
course of the state, which would help increase the level of public support, counter the
propaganda of Eurosceptics, constructive dialogue with international partners.
