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The thesis reviews, structures and systematizes the features and consequences of
the phenomenon and politics of multiculturalism in the UK/Great Britain, in particular
at the background of the European experience of multiculturalism and different
approaches to the management of social and cultural diversity in general. This is
reflected in the process and results of solving the research tasks, in particular: to
characterize theoretical, methodological and historiographical parameters of selection,
definition, conceptualization, research and subject area of the concept (theory), politics
(practice) and in general the theme of multiculturalism in the world, in Europe and, in
particular, in Great Britain; to analyze the evolution, attributes, determinants and limits
of the formation, periodization and current development of social and cultural diversity
and the theory, politics and practice of multiculturalism in the UK/Great Britain; to
identify and put in order political, civic, ethno-national, ideological, identity,
migration, racial, religious, educational and other aspects, contexts, manifestations,
components, determinants and consequences of the phenomenon and politics of
multiculturalism as a mechanism for managing diversity in the UK; to trace and
summarize the advantages and disadvantages, consequences and significance of the
theory, politics and practice of multiculturalism in the UK and to forecast the risks and
prospects of their development and transformation, in particular in the form of
interculturalism and post-multiculturalism, including at the background of the
European experience of diversity management and preparation as well as

implementation of «Brexity. Thus, the purpose of the thesis was to identify, analyze,



structure and systematize the features of conceptualization, subject area, coverage,
evolution, features, determinants and frameworks of the formation and development,
aspects, contexts, manifestations, components and consequences of the theory, practice
and politics of multiculturalism in the UK.

The topic of the thesis is relevant for several reasons. For the first, the modern
world and Europe are very globalized, and therefore this fact constantly intensifies the
spectrum, directions and types of migrations and the intersection of different forms of
social and cultural identities and differences, which, accordingly, require a political
response, regulation and management, in particular in the format of the politics of
assimilation, integration, multiculturalism or cosmopolitanism, etc. — with a special
choice in each country. For the second, the problem of the formation and management
of cultural and social diversity, mainly in the form of the politics of multiculturalism,
in Great Britain or in the United Kingdom in general (the former is certainly the «corex»
of the latter, which does not exclude the specifics of Northern Ireland) deserves special
attention, because this country: always tried to be characterized and positioned by
«island» exclusivity and separation from the continental Europe; for the longest time
nominally and actually remained a colonial and even imperial state in Europe with its
socio-political and ideological influence far beyond this part of the world; was and
remains (before accession, after accession and after leaving the European Union) a
precise case in its specific migration policy and thus in its significant social and
cultural heterogeneity. This is complemented by the fact that the United Kingdom is
the only country that has disintegrated from the European Union, including for the
reasons and factors of social and cultural diversity. In addition, the topic is actualized
by the fact that it is very well developed in the existing, mainly Western — especially
British ones, — scientific researches. Therefore, the thesis is aimed at their holistic and
equitable coverage and systematization and transferring into Ukrainian Political
Science and practice.

With all this in mind, the origins, features, parameters, problems and
consequences of the management of social and cultural diversity in the UK at the

background of the European experience were the object of the dissertation. In turn, the



features and consequences of the phenomenon, theory and practice of
multiculturalism’s politics in the UK were the subject of the study. Spatially and
geographically, the thesis deals primarily with the features and consequences of the
politics of multiculturalism in the UK or in general and somewhat more broadly in the
United Kingdom, but at the background of the varying European experience in
managing social and cultural diversity, i.e. at the background of Europe in its broadest
sense, but above all with an emphasis on the countries of Western Europe. In
chronological terms, the research covered the problems of management of social and
cultural diversity and, in particular, the politics of multiculturalism in Britain mostly
from the end of World War Il (and only occasionally from the early XX century) till
the first years after «Brexit» — disintegration of the United Kingdom from the
European Union, — or, more precisely, during 1945-2021. It is on this basis that the
thesis attempts to consider, organize and systematize the periods, features and effects
of the development and implementation of the politics of multiculturalism in the UK at
the background of the European experience in managing cultural diversity. Finally, the
methodological basis of the thesis was composed by general or logical methods, as
well as by special, specific and empirical methods of Political Science or Social and
Behavioral Sciences in general, including by comparative, structural, functional,
systemic methods, observation, document analysis, situational analysis, public politics
analysis and socio-political discourse, etc. Lastly, the study theoretically and
methodologically combines historical, institutional, normative, social constructivist,
behavioral and sociological approaches. It is thanks to a fairly broad methodology that
the efforts to ensure the maximum comprehensiveness and coverage of the solution of
the research tasks set in the thesis have been demonstrated.

The scientific novelty of the results obtained in the thesis is that the author of the
study multifacetedly isolated, characterized, structured and systematized the features of
the selection and conceptualization, subject area and coverage, evolution, parameters,
determinants and boundaries of the formation and development, aspects, contexts
manifestations, components and consequences (including advantages and

disadvantages) of the theory, practice and politics of multiculturalism in Great Britain.



Therefore, the author in the course of the studies formulated the results and made
reasoned conclusions that solve the scientific tasks set in the research, in particular:

-argued that: the more multiculturalism develops, the more it is criticized and
modified regardless of the specifics of the party-ideological spectrum of a country; the
larger the share and population of different types and groups of minorities, the more
complex are the problems of multiculturalism as a way to manage social and cultural
diversity. Thus, multiculturalism is a way of integration that can result in success or
failure, but which is always aimed at separating certain minority groups and
encouraging them by the state, albeit within the search for social unity, solidarity and
equality. In view of this, multiculturalism is always aimed at developing certain
models of democratic citizenship and constitutionalism, and in general at the ideals of
human and civil rights, albeit mainly in a group context. Therefore, multiculturalism is
problematic one, when conflicts between different groups (majorities and minorities)
over the values and their interpretation cannot be placed within a certain social
structure and threaten individual (rather than group) human and civil rights;

- stated that European and British theories currently often do not coincide and lag
behind the political practice of multiculturalism, although by the beginning of the XXI
century the situation was the opposite one. Corresponding to this in political practice is
the understanding of British multiculturalism primarily as an emergency politics,
political project and negotiation order, encompassing strategies, maneuvers,
institutions, discourses and practices that consciously address the multicultural reality
and signal the management of social and cultural diversity. Theoretically, this is
manifested in the fact that multiculturalism is inevitably challenged and appropriated
for different purposes in different contexts and depending on different political
circumstances;

-motivated that: European and, in particular, British multiculturalism is not
homogeneous, no alternative and homogeneous one, but is characterized by
paradoxicality, adaptability and politicization of theorizing and ordering of social and
cultural diversity, in particular within the theme of immigration and at the junction of

interaction with assimilationism, integrationism, cosmopolitanism, secularism and



globalism; Multiculturalism in Great Britain and Europe is heterogeneous,
multicomponent, polysemous, discursive and necessarily politicized one, but is often
understood as a political, social and regulatory adaptation of the state and the titular
majority to socially and culturally differentiated minority groups (especially of
immigrants), and vice versa; British multiculturalism is unique and exceptional one in
the European context, as it is overly disordered and unsystematized and focuses on
different issues depending on the circumstances and the politicization of the context;

- proved that multiculturalism in the UK was formed, spread and institutionalized
by chance and as a result of chaotic immigration processes, disordered «racial»
relations and relative consensus, hopelessness and even apathy of major political
parties and actors, but later for various reasons it developed politically rationalized,
socially oriented, critically conditioned and in the direction of gradual narrowing. As a
result, British multiculturalism structurally and gradually moved from imperial
orientation first to «normalized» and limited national citizenship, and later (in the
format of post-multiculturalism or interculturalism) rebalanced to the construction of a
combination of assimilationism, social cohesion and integrationism. Therefore,
multiculturalism is currently characterized by a bifurcated and mutually contradictory
political and legal framework regarding immigration control and «racial» relations,
even at the background of the development of the concept of monocultural Britishness;

-argued that overly static, fixed, artificial, formalized, abstract, limited,
manipulative, politicized and even «commercialized» British multiculturalism is
theoretically and practically capable of masking and realizing various forms and
manifestations of social, economic, political, cultural, gender and other inequalities,
differences and hostility among groups in society. Therefore, multiculturalism must
continue to be rebalanced and transformed not in the direction of «multiple
monoculturalismy» or «mosaic multiplicity», but in the direction of more effective
social incorporation, cohesion, civic integration and the intersection of cultural
differences in the formats of post-multiculturalism or interculturalism;

- observed that the more the theory and politics of multiculturalism is developed

and institutionalized in Great Britain, the more they were criticized and transformed at



the background of terrorist acts from the beginning of the XXI century, the global
financial and economic crisis, the European immigration crisis, «Brexit» and so on.
That is why it has been proven that despite the calls for the curtailment of
multiculturalism and the fixation of its critique and collapse in political discourse,
multiculturalism in the UK, given the motives of political actors, nominally and legally
remains valid. Although multiculturalism continues to be subjected to theoretical,
conceptual, political and practical reassessment, renewal, rebalancing, «bleaching» and
modification — in line with cohesion, post-multiculturalism, interculturalism and
overcoming the dangers of the politicization of Islam, etc.

The theoretical significance of the thesis is that its provisions, content,
generalizations and conclusions can be directly used in the further development of the
management of social and cultural diversity, and not only in the UK, but also in other
multicultural European countries, including in Ukraine, even if they do not use the
politics of multiculturalism. Therefore, the research materials can be used in other
scientific papers with a similar object and subject of research. In addition, the text and
publications prepared within the thesis can be involved in the creation or further
development of various courses in higher education institutions of Ukraine and other
countries. The practical significance of the thesis is primarily that its materials can be
used to improve legislation, governance and power management process in certain
countries, including in Ukraine, as well as to manage social and cultural diversity in
contemporary times. Finally, the UK’s political experience in managing social and
cultural diversity can be embraced by political parties, political actors and government
structures of certain countries in general, especially if they seek to maneuver in the
political process and promote the values and priorities of protecting primarily national
identity, and so on.
