The dissertation is a comprehensive study of constitutional and legal regulation and
the practice of using the state language in Ukraine's education field. The goal and tasks
set in the dissertation study led to the construction of an appropriate research structure.
The dissertation consists of three sections, in which the following questions are revealed:
the research general theoretical basis and its conceptual apparatus; historical and legal
features of the formation and development of constitutional and legal regulation and the
practice of using the state language in the field of education in Ukraine; the state language
axiological significance when applied in the field of education in Ukraine; the influence
of the state language use in the field of education in Ukraine on the Ukrainian national
identity formation; the language of the educational process in Ukraine as a factor
influencing the national security state, preservation of territorial integrity and
sovereignty; constitutional and legal guarantee of free development, use and protection
of national minorities languages and indigenous peoples of Ukraine; European legal
regulation standards of language relations in the education field of the European Union
and international organizations; studies of individual foreign countries regarding legal
regulation and practice of using the state language in the field of education; proposals for
improving the constitutional and legal regulation of the education language and the
practice of its application in the field of education in Ukraine.

Chapter 1 of the dissertation research proposes the author's definition of the state
language concept in Ukraine. One of the critical questions in the study of the theoretical
component of the state language functioning in the field of education in Ukraine is the
fundamental constitutional concept of «use of the state language». Also, the language

policy peculiarities in the field of education in Ukraine and its constituent elements



influencing the disclosure of the Ukrainian language's potential as a state language have
been revealed. At the same time, the impact of the Russian imperial policy on the
Ukrainian language as a state language and its application in the field of education was
studied. It was established that over the past two hundred and sixty years, more than
eighteen times measures were taken to ban and eradicate the Ukrainian language from the
field of education, which would have resulted in Ukrainian statehood and national identity
elimination. It is proposed to periodize the formation genesis and development of the
Ukrainian language as the state language and the implementation of the language policy
in the field of education of Ukraine, distinguishing 4 historical and legal stages: Stage |
(until 1990) - the period of validity of normative acts that regulated the language issue
during the communist era - the socialist system of the Ukrainian SSR; II stage ( /1990 -
1996 ) is a transformation period of legal procedures and independent Ukraine,
preparation of draft constitutional acts with relevant provisions regulating the status of
the state language and changes in valuable social and legal guidelines for their
democratization; Stage Il (from 1996 to 2017) is the period from the adoption of the
Constitution of Ukraine in 1996 and special language legislation to the introduction of
new models of the state language use in the educational process in Ukraine; IV stage
(from 2017 up till now) - the modern period of the introduction of normative regulation
new models of the Ukrainian language use as the language of the educational process in
Ukraine.

In addition, the Ukrainian language's axiological potential when applied in the field
of education in Ukraine is clarified, and it is determined that the Ukrainian language is a
social ideal, which through a transformation from the category of human social values,
becomes a constitutional value for the entire nation - a national good and a state-building
foundation. The influence of the Ukrainian language as the state language on the
formation of constitutional identity was analyzed. A clear relationship was traced between
state language use in education and national constitutional identity.

Chapter 2 reveals the relationship between the constitutional and legal regulation of
the use of the state language in the field of education in Ukraine and its influence on the

formation of Ukrainian national identity, in particular in the conditions of threats to the



state's existence and full-scale war; rapid globalization processes, as well as modern
challenges related to Ukraine's European integration aspirations, and also analyzed the
language importance of the educational process in Ukraine as a factor influencing the
state of national security, territorial integrity and sovereignty preservation, and
emphasized the need for proper use of the state language in in the field of education in
Ukraine, which will contribute to national security protection in conditions of hybrid
threats and external influence.

Additionally, researched the concept of «free development of the language in the
field of education in Ukraine» which should be interpreted as such a development that
takes place without unreasonable prohibitions and interventions by the state, thanks to
which the language as a socio-cultural phenomenon improves, preserves its identity and
originality through the use of legal opportunities guaranteed by the Constitution of
Ukraine, in particular, the ability to study it in educational institutions by persons from
national minorities or indigenous peoples of Ukraine. In addition, a warning was
expressed regarding the understanding of the concept of «languages use in the field of
education in Ukraine» since this is not an all-encompassing concept with a full range of
applications in the field of education (it is not an absolute right), that is, teaching in the
language of national minorities or indigenous peoples of Ukraine at all levels of education
without any restrictions, since such an approach does not comply with the norms of
international or domestic legal acts and creates an obstacle to the actual need for the
minorities integration while preserving their identity.

The constitutional provision of the Constitution of Ukraine Article 53, fifth part on
«learning in the native language» which means the possibility of a person belonging to a
national minority or an indigenous people of Ukraine to receive and assimilate
educational information, master the essential competencies and abilities that are defined
academic standard, to integrate into the prevailing social order, to acquire, thanks to
education, knowledge, abilities and skills that make it possible to enjoy public goods on
a level with the representatives of the majority - the titular nation, by using at the same
time one's native language as a mother tongue or the first language given to a person from

birth, a means of socialization and integration into society, a means of belonging to the



nation of origin, a tool for preserving national history, tradition, and culture was
researched. At the same time, the "right to learn one's native language" acts as a means
of preserving identity and contributes to the development of the ethnic, cultural,
linguistic, and religious identity of all national minorities and indigenous peoples of
Ukraine through learning one's native language as a linguistic category.

In Section 3, attention is paid to the study of European standards of language
relations legal regulation, as well as analysis to determine the legal status of the state
language and its application in the field of education of certain foreign countries. In
addition, it was established that at the constitutional level, under modern conditions and
given foreign experience, there is a need to improve the provisions of Article 10 and part
five of Article 53 of the Constitution of Ukraine. At the same time, the need to improve
the legal regulation of the education language by introducing changes and additions to
special legislative acts in Ukraine's education field has been proved.

Based on the results of the study, considerations were expressed regarding the
measure's introduction of positive discrimination to the Ukrainian language since it did
not have a state status for centuries, was eradicated, discriminated against, and marked as
unprestigious, which negatively affected its development, level of distribution in
Ukrainian society, in which a large share remains non-Ukrainian-speaking citizens, as
well as the need for the use of supportive actions by the state - positive discrimination
against the indigenous peoples of Ukraine to equalize their rights about national
minorities, since they are in significantly less favorable conditions of existence and for a
long time have suffered a negative impact on their identity, in particular, in the native
language.

Practical significance of the obtained results consists in the fact that they can be
used: in the research field for further scientific studies of constitutional and legal
regulation and the practice of using the state language in the field of education in Ukraine;
in law-making activities - for the preparation of draft laws on amendments and additions
to the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine "On Ensuring the Functioning of the
Ukrainian Language as a State Language", the Law of Ukraine "On Education" and other

special normative legal acts in the field of education; in the law-enforcement sphere -



when developing special legislative acts, programs for the development of the Ukrainian
language as a state language in the field of education in Ukraine, other normative legal
acts; in the educational process - when teaching the courses «Constitutional Law of
Ukraine», «Constitutional Law of Foreign Countries», when preparing textbooks, study

guides, methodical recommendations for these educational disciplines.
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
