In the dissertation research, an interdisciplinary discourse of the theory of
entrepreneurship was conducted and the peculiarities of entrepreneurial activity in
international tourism, which is classified as a variety of global entrepreneurship, were
characterized. On the basis of distinguishing the main and auxiliary services, areas of
activity of tourist enterprises, the complex nature of tourist activities and their role in
the creation and implementation of a tourist product are justified, which allowed to
reveal the peculiarities of entrepreneurship in international tourism. The essence of the
concept of "strategic resilience of entrepreneurship" is revealed, which is understood
as a sign of entrepreneurial activity, which proves its ability to adapt to potential
dangers and challenges.

Noting the important role of strategic partnership as an integration tool of
interaction of enterprises in the international tourism business, the work defines its
competitive advantages, economic and social effects for the development of tourism
entrepreneurship.

Peculiarities of long-term contractual cooperation of enterprises in international
tourism have been studied and typification of contracts used in the tourism sphere to
regulate relations between tourism enterprises, suppliers and consumers of tourism
services has been presented.

The problems of implementing business interaction models (B2B, B2C, B2G) in
Ukraine are described, which characterize the commercial relations between
stakeholders of the tourism business and are aimed at its internationalization and
improvement of communication in the process of providing consumers with a tourist
product.

Attention is focused on the features of the formation of the institutional
environment for the functioning of entrepreneurship in the field of international

tourism, which includes the tools of institutional support, in particular the acts of
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normative and legal regulation of the system of international law in this field (including
conventions and declarations), entrepreneurial activity in Ukraine and a set of
institutions and their requirements for tourism activities, which operate at the
international, macro-regional, national, regional and local levels and are involved in
the regulation and support of the tourism business in terms of its financial support,
monitoring, project management, etc.

The conceptual principles of strategic management of business activities were
studied, in particular, the functions and methodological approaches to defining the
essence of the concept of "strategic management" were outlined. The evolution of the
formation of the theoretical basis of strategic management was analyzed, which made
it possible to characterize the main provisions of theories and concepts that highlight
the peculiarities of the genesis of formation and their interdisciplinary and adaptive
nature.

The principles of strategizing the development of entrepreneurship in
international tourism in the conditions of globalization processes, the goals of strategic
management of entrepreneurial activity in this area, and the algorithm of the process
of strategic management of the development of tourist enterprises have been defined
and substantiated, which includes a set of stages, in particular, the formation of a
concept with a vision of the general outlines of the prospects for the development of
the enterprise, the implementation diagnostics of the external and internal environment
of international tourist activity, the tourist market situation, as well as the determination
of strategic priorities, indicators and measures to achieve them.

An analysis of the challenges of entrepreneurial activity in international tourism
during 2014-2022 was carried out. Based on the ranking of the G20 countries by
indicators of the contribution of the tourism industry to GDP and the analysis of the
dependence of the tourism and travel development index of the countries of the world
on GDP per person, the dependence between the level of development of countries and
their tourist assets.

It is substantiated that the determining vectors of the strategic orientation of the

international tourist business are its integration and competitiveness. In the context of
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evaluating the impact of globalization on the development of international tourism
business, the consequences of the pandemic on global and domestic tourism enterprises
and the manifestations of the impact of glocalization on the development of the tourism
industry in different countries of the world are characterized.

As part of the strategic analysis of business activity in international tourism, a
SWOT analysis of the development environment of international tourism in Ukraine
was carried out, which made it possible to single out the most influential risks for the
development of enterprises and substantiate the possibilities of increasing the
efficiency of their functioning.

In addition to the analysis of the specifics of the impact of globalization
challenges on the development of international tourism, attention is focused on the
challenges that have become an obstacle to the recovery of business activities in the
post-pandemic period for both Ukraine and EU member states.

With the assistance of the proposed methodical approach to assessing the
resilience of tourism enterprises in Ukraine, which is based on business resilience
indicators and their quantitative parameters (depth of shock, resistance to shock and
relative ability to resist shock), an assessment of the resilience of enterprises was
carried out during three crisis periods for Ukraine. The indicators of the dynamics of
inbound and outbound tourist flows and the dynamics of the expenses of these tourists
for international travel were used for the calculations. The results of the calculation of
the parameters of the resilience of the tourism business in Ukraine showed that the
depth of the shock for the subjects of tourism activity was higher in the years of the
beginning of military conflicts than in the pandemic period, and the level of resistance
and ability to recover was naturally higher in the regions most remote and least affected
by military actions.

Evaluating the resilience parameters of tourism entrepreneurship in Ukraine
during the COVID-19 crisis, in particular the resistance of tourism entities to the shock
and their relative ability to recover, made it possible to distinguish three groups
(clusters) of regions according to the level of resilience. The analysis of resilience

indicators carried out on the example of European countries confirmed the decrease in
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the activity of outbound tourists of EU residents during the COVID-19 pandemic and
proved its least impact on countries that are considered tourist centers of Europe.

The parameters of the resilience of business entities in the field of international
tourism in the conditions of the challenges of the pandemic also proved Ukraine's lower
ability to withstand the crisis in terms of the volume of tourist flows, than in the world
in general and within the limits of individual tourist macro-regions. Instead, Ukraine
demonstrated higher relative capacity for post-crisis/post-shock recovery compared to
global and European indicators of international tourist flows, as well as most mega-
regional systems, except for South and North America.

An analysis of the financial and economic consequences of military actions for
the subjects of tourist activity in Ukraine was carried out, in particular, regarding the
decrease in the income of subjects of tourist activity and tax revenues to local budgets.

In order to assess the effectiveness of cost management by the entities of tourism
activity, an analysis of the structure and dynamics of costs was carried out, which
proved a decrease in the specific weight of operating costs and material costs, which
can contribute to the growth of profit, increase their liquidity and solvency, or affect
the quality of services and, accordingly, the loss of image and rating positions in the
market.

A theoretical-methodological model for evaluating the impact of stimulating and
disincentive factors on the efficiency of the operation of tourism business enterprises
has been developed. Hypotheses regarding the relationship between the profitability of
tourism enterprises, the level of tourist activity of the population, the availability of
tourist services, the level of financial costs of tourist enterprises and their
entrepreneurial activity in general have been proposed and empirically proven.

With the assistance of the Stata program, a correlation matrix and a regression
equation of the dependencies between the above factors and the profitability of the
tourism business were built, which proved the greatest impact of the level of
international tourist activity of the population.

The Concept of strengthening the resistance of tourist enterprises in the field of

international tourism is proposed, which is aimed at choosing and making strategic
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decisions to increase their ability to adapt to global challenges and adverse effects of
war. The determined principles and directions of the Concept of Strengthening the
Resilience of Tourist Enterprises are proposed to be implemented by implementing
marketing, innovation and security strategies. In terms of the selected strategies,
strategic goals and means for their implementation are defined in terms of financial,
operational, organizational, digital, technological and reputational resilience, which
will cause the transformation of business models of tourism entrepreneurship.
