ABSTRACT

Global interest in the multifaceted problem of (un)truth and (un)reliability has
significantly increased in recent years. Since the mid-2010s, the veracity of social
communications has become a worldwide concern. The World Economic Forum's
Global Risks Report 2023-2024 identifies misinformation and disinformation as the
top short-term and fifth long-term global risk, potentially leading to civil unrest,
governmental censorship, domestic propaganda, and control over information flow.
Modern technologies facilitate the rapid and widespread dissemination of information,
transcending temporal and geographical boundaries to reach vast audiences. While this
advancement has made social communication ubiquitous, it has correspondingly
amplified the spread of planned information attacks, euphemisms altering reality
perception, and falsehoods. The sheer volume of information is growing immensely,
and the development of search services, including language models and artificial
intelligence, further accelerates communication. This concurrently increases the
potential for disseminating both truthful and unreliable information, along with
associated risks, including those embedded by disinformation campaigns.

The aim of this research is to establish the fundamental principles and factors
within social communication that influence information accuracy and reliability,
considering the roles and interconnectedness of communication participants, messages,
and their dissemination methods.

Objectives:

. To clarify the concepts of "truth" and "(un)truth" (including related terms)
within contemporary and historical contexts, encompassing theoretical definitions and

practical applications across diverse societies.



. To analyze methods for establishing truth, focusing on events, their
contexts, and testimony reliability.

. To compare theories of truth, cognition, and reality reflection, examining
their practical manifestations in social communications.

. To define the characteristics of facts, judgments, and interpretations as
constructs for explaining reality.

. To identify typical methods for concealing and uncovering truth, the
nature of unreliable messages, and their emergence in social communication.

. To experimentally determine the effectiveness of modern methods for
verifying information reliability, identifying their strengths and weaknesses.

The object of study is the system of social communications within the context
of modern information society technologies, particularly mass communication
(including messages from official authorities, institutions, media, and public figures)
and "everyday" communication, which, through technology like social networks, can
achieve mass reach and influence. The subject of study encompasses the factual and
interpretative processes of social communications and their components (participants,
channels, messages); methods of cognition and reality reflection in social
communications; and consequently, the emergence and dissemination of
reliability/untruth, and the functioning of fact-checking platforms.

The research methodology is grounded in a socio-communicative paradigm,
employing a combination of linguistic, philosophical, and communication approaches
to address the problem of (un)truth. It utilizes a comprehensive toolkit of theoretical
and empirical methods, including experiments detailed in the dissertation.

Scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive study of social communications
through the lens of inherent (un)reliability — truth and untruth — and the principles of
communication that can simultaneously impart knowledge or conceal it. The research
originally analyzes historical and cross-cultural approaches to truth and deception (e.g.,
Laws of Manu, Russkaya Pravda, Sun Tzu, Machiavelli vs. Frederick the Great's " Anti-
Machiavel" as an early form of fact-checking), systematically explores information

concealment and overload as forms of untruth, and examines the use of euphemisms in



conflict narratives, exemplified by the Russo-Ukrainian war. Key findings from this
comprehensive study include:

. Social communications function as conduits for both establishing truth
and for deception, for cognition and for distorting information about reality.

. Untruth, as the deliberate dissemination of unreliable information, is a
fundamental aspect of communication.

. Societal judgment of deception is contingent on perceived intentions or
consequences, often leading to evaluations similar to those of truth.

. Intercommunication methods are based on paradoxical principles, where
identical means can establish truth or deceive.

. A speaker's communicative intent regarding truthfulness may often
diverge from the perceived outcome.

. Emotions, evaluations, and values embedded in social communications
influence information accuracy and the perceived importance of both information and
its reliability.

. The dynamic nature of social processes necessitates a continuous re-
evaluation of truth, as established facts can be recontextualized, reverting to unverified
assumptions.

. Individuals and society inhabit self-constructed realities containing
subjective, sometimes unreal, elements.

. Conventional fact-checking ("how to find a fake") does not guarantee the
ability to distinguish truth from fiction due to paradoxical communication forms and
participants' psychological barriers.

. Human cognition inherently requires and generates both truth and untruth
to navigate and construct an optimal perceived reality.

Theoretical significance involves an enhanced understanding of social
communication dynamics in contemporary information environments, particularly the
interplay of truth, untruth, and reliability. The study refines criteria for discerning truth
from deception, clarifies the roles of fact and interpretation, and expands the theoretical

understanding of truth in social communications beyond factual correspondence to
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include interpretive and linguistic contextualization. It contributes to communication
theory, journalism studies, and the study of propaganda, particularly concerning the
analysis of euphemisms as tools for creating quasi-realities.

Practical significance stems from providing insights into mass media
capabilities and responsibilities. Practical outcomes include actionable
recommendations for communication professionals (journalists, politicians, public
servants) to refine methodologies for assessing audience trust and accountability, and
to enhance fact-checking tools by considering how interpretations contribute to
alternative realities. The findings are valuable for understanding information
concealment, can inform the development of legal acts on information access and data
protection, and may be used in shaping local information policies based on societal
attitudes towards censorship. The research also aims to improve media literacy
programs and will be beneficial for strategic communication campaigns, propaganda,
and information-psychological operations. Furthermore, its theoretical tenets and
practical recommendations are applicable to academic research and the development
of educational programs and textbooks in mass communication, fact-checking, and
strategic communications.

The core findings of this independently conducted research have been
disseminated through presentations at scientific seminars and conferences, and in the

author's publications.
