This PhD dissertation presents a thorough study of Russian manipulative
propaganda within the information spaces of Ukraine and Russia, following the onset
of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation. The research aims to
analyze the propagandist narratives characteristic of Russian manipulative propaganda,
explore the methods through which these narratives are disseminated in the news media
environments of both Russia and Ukraine from the beginning of the invasion up to
October 2025, and to identify strategies for countering such propaganda in Ukraine.
The object of this study is Russian manipulative propaganda as it exists within the
information environments of Russia and Ukraine. The empirical foundation of the
research encompasses news broadcasts from programs such as Vriemia on Channel
One and Segodnia on NTV; various Russian and pro-Russian Telegram channels,
including Luhansk 24 and Zaporozhsky Viestnik in the temporarily occupied territories;
as well as initiatives from Ukrainian state entities, civil society, and media aimed at
countering Russian manipulative propaganda.

Even before the outbreak of the Russian-Ukrainian war in 2014 and the full-
scale invasion in 2022, Russia had been engaged in an information war against
Ukraine. This campaign began immediately following the dissolution of the USSR and
Ukraine's declaration of independence. From the very start, Russia disseminated

propagandistic narratives emphasizing “brotherly nations,” “shared history,” and the
concept of the “Russian world,” intensifying these messages with the onset of the

Russian-Ukrainian conflict. Russia conducts warfare on two fronts: physical and
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cognitive. It seeks not only to annex Ukrainian territory but also to influence the
perceptions and beliefs of individuals, employing manipulative propaganda not just
within the Russian and Ukrainian information spaces but also on a global scale. This
form of propaganda is vital to Russia’s military aggression against Ukraine,
continuously deployed to undermine the internal resilience of Ukrainian society and to
justify military actions to both Russian audiences and the international community. The
relevance of studying the dynamics of these propagandistic narratives throughout the
full-scale war is underscored by the need for both theoretical insights and practical
applications. Additionally, exploring the nature, tools, and methods of Russian
manipulative propaganda within the information spheres of Ukraine, Russia, and
beyond is essential for outlining effective countermeasures and shaping national
narratives.

Despite numerous scholarly works addressing propaganda, such as the nature
of contemporary Russian propaganda and strategies to counter it, there remains a
significant gap in comprehensive academic research focused on Russian manipulative
propaganda during the full-scale invasion of Ukraine.

Therefore, this study aims to address the following tasks:

— to analyze and systematize scholarly approaches to defining the concept of
propaganda, organized chronologically and based on criteria related to its essential
characteristics;

— to propose an original definition of the concept of propaganda;

— to outline the historiography of propaganda in relation to the chronology and
key events that have stimulated research into its nature;

— to differentiate various types of propaganda based on multiple criteria and
justify the classification chosen as the foundation of the study;

— to examine Russian narratives in both global and Russian media before the
full-scale invasion of Ukraine;

— to describe the dynamics of Russian Federation propagandist narratives
within the information spaces of Ukraine and Russia from the initiation of the full-scale

invasion until October 2025;
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— to identify the methods employed by Russian manipulative and “educational”
propaganda in temporarily occupied territories;

— to propose strategies for countering Russian manipulative propaganda in
Ukraine.

To address the research tasks, both empirical and theoretical methods were
utilized. Document analysis enabled an assessment of the extent to which Russian
manipulative propaganda has been studied, the identification of gaps in existing
scholarship, a reassessment of established conclusions, and a broader examination of
propaganda historiography. For this dissertation, the monographic method facilitated
the reconstruction of historical events that sparked scholarly interest in propaganda, as
well as an analysis of the activities of governmental, fact-checking, and civil society
organizations that counter Russian manipulative propaganda. The method of
observation was employed for targeted, systematic, and direct examination of
manipulative propaganda within Russian informational messages, accompanied by the
documentation and classification of its key features. Content analysis enabled the
interpretation of the content of Russian informational news messages through
quantitative metrics. Theoretical research methods facilitated the conceptualization and
systematization of the collected material. Specifically, structural analysis clarified the
structure of propaganda and manipulative propaganda, whereas terminological analysis
helped define key concepts. Quantitative analysis was used to assess the distribution of
airtime dedicated to specific events and phenomena, while system analysis allowed the
examination of Russian manipulative propaganda as a comprehensive system. The
method of synthesis enabled the organization of classification criteria for types of
propaganda and the identification of the characteristics of contemporary Russian
manipulative propaganda as a phenomenon, drawing on the author's research as well
as perspectives from scholars and journalists. The comparative method was used to
outline scholarly approaches to defining the concept of propaganda and to differentiate
between Soviet propaganda and contemporary Putin-era propaganda. The historical

method helped elucidate the context surrounding the emergence of propaganda.

The scientific novelty of this study is evident in several key areas: first, it
systematically categorizes scholarly approaches to defining propaganda based on
chronological criteria and the essence of its interpretation. Second, it organizes
classification criteria to distinguish between various types of propaganda. Additionally,
the study refines the definition of propaganda and clarifies the distinctions between
propaganda, public diplomacy, strategic communications, disinformation, fake news,
and information-psychological operations. It updates the scholarly apparatus to
incorporate new forms and methods of propaganda that have emerged with the
advancement of digital technologies. The research includes an examination of Russian
manipulative propaganda methods as presented in Russian information television
broadcasts during the full-scale invasion of Ukraine. It identifies the dynamics of
propagandist narratives in the information landscapes of both Russia and Ukraine from
the onset of the full-scale invasion until October 2025. Furthermore, the analysis
focuses on the methods and narratives of Russian manipulative propaganda in
temporarily occupied territories and outlines potential avenues for enhancing
countermeasures against such propaganda.

The theoretical and empirical outcomes of this dissertation substantially
contribute to the expansion of theoretical foundations for examining propaganda,
enriching the scholarly discourse surrounding both propaganda and manipulative
propaganda. The findings not only broaden but also deepen the academic
understanding of the challenges posed by manipulative propaganda and strategies for
countering it. The systematic analysis of Russian manipulative propaganda narratives
throughout the full-scale invasion provides a framework for identifying new
characteristics of manipulative propaganda.

The study's theoretical and practical findings, along with recommendations
for improving methods to counter Russian manipulative propaganda, can be utilized
in future scholarly research on this topic. These findings may also assist in teaching
academic courses related to propaganda, counterpropaganda, fact-checking, media
literacy, strategic communications, and related fields. Additionally, they can

contribute to the development of textbooks, teaching aids, and instructional
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materials. The proposed measures for countering Russian manipulative propaganda
could be applied in disinformation counteraction centers, as well as in creating
educational programs focused on media literacy and enhancing state information
policy.

The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, conclusions, a list
of references, and an appendix.

The first chapter, “Theoretical foundations of propaganda studies”, examines
various scholarly approaches to defining propaganda. It systematizes classification
criteria for different types, analyzes the historiography of propaganda research, and
clarifies the structure and nature of manipulative propaganda. The study emphasizes
that the growing scholarly interest in propaganda corresponds with major historical
global events, particularly after World War |, before and during World War Il, during
the Cold War, during the Russian—Ukrainian war, and following the full-scale invasion
of Ukraine by the Russian Federation. Over the years, propaganda has been viewed
as: 1. an art of influence, manipulation, control, and promotion (J. Martin); 2. a form
of public communication and an instrument of state policy that is inseparable from
culture (J. Ellul, S. Cunningham); 3. a means of shaping national ideology and an
element of information warfare; 4. a simulacrum - a means of constructing reality (J.
Baudrillard); 5. a form of communication (H. Potseptsov, Yu. Shveda, N. Savchuk). In
the context of the Russian—Ukrainian war, propaganda is understood as a powerful
tool for influencing society, the military, and the international community. Our
definition encompasses a purposeful and organized system of communicative actions
aimed at influencing a target audience, with the goal of shaping public opinion and
activating and consolidating society.

The second chapter of the dissertation, titled “Manipulative propaganda in
the information space of Ukraine and Russia”, analyzes propagandist narratives and
the methods of their dissemination in the information spaces of Ukraine and Russia,

as well as in the temporarily occupied territories, from December 2021 to October
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2025. The study finds that Russian propaganda narratives shift throughout this period
depending on events and the informational situation, demonstrating semantic and
situational adaptability. Key strategic narratives during the war include: “Ukraine is a
failed state”; “Russia is fighting NATO in Ukraine”; “Discrediting the Ukrainian military
and political leadership”; “Disrupting mobilization”; “Russia is ready for peace
negotiations; Ukraine is not”. The objective of Russian propaganda in the temporarily
occupied territories is to erase Ukrainian national identity and construct a new
Russian identity. The study identifies the following methods of Russian manipulative
propaganda: the “rotten herring” technique, the big lie, absolute obviousness, the
unknown hero, repetition, half-truth, intimidation, the 60/40 method, accusations of
atrocities, hyperbolization of stakes, demonization and dehumanization of the
opponent, divine sanctions, polarization, and metapropaganda.

The third chapter, “Measures for countering Russian manipulative
propaganda”, delineates the essential elements of Ukraine’s resistance to Russian
propaganda tactics. These components comprise state initiatives and measures,
including legislative frameworks aimed at countering propaganda and disinformation,
the operations of the Centre for Strategic Communications and Information Security,
and the Centre for Countering Disinformation. Additionally, the chapter emphasizes
the role of Ukrainian media, particularly in delivering accurate reports on events in
Ukraine while adhering to professional journalistic standards, as well as in debunking
Russian misinformation. It also highlights the initiatives undertaken by fact-checking
entities and civil society organizations, as well as historical and educational projects
designed to promote Ukrainian history, language, literature, and culture. Furthermore,
efforts to enhance media literacy within the population and the advancement of
Ukrainian culture - through literature, documentary filmmaking, theatre, and other
artistic expressions - are presented, portraying Ukraine not just as a victim but as a
nation characterized by dignity, strength, and creativity. The dissertation offers
recommendations for enhancing the resistance to Russian manipulative propaganda,

which include: developing and promoting original national narratives that diverge from
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Russian frameworks, instead representing Ukraine through a lens grounded in
Ukrainian values as well as the values of the audience to which these narratives are
directed; producing high-quality media content in alignment with journalistic ethics
and reinforcing sanctions against Russian propaganda; facilitating the digital
transformation of media organizations to generate competitive news content that
resonates widely and engages targeted audiences; integrating findings from analyzed
projects aimed at countering disinformation - such as films, cartoons, animations,
manuals, and educational games - into media literacy programs across universities,
schools, and preschools; ensuring the accessibility of these efforts to international
audiences; and furthering Ukrainian literature, cinema, visual arts, music, and theatre
with an emphasis on highlighting Ukraine’s dignity, strength, and creativity, while
promoting a central national narrative encapsulated in the statement: “Ukraine is a

worthy state — one that exists, has existed, and will continue to exist.”
